FROM THE PASTOR’S DESKTOP 
 
Travelers to Jerusalem and the Holy Land have 

the opportunity to visit the reconstructed Upper 
Room – believed to be located at the site where Jesus held 

the Last Supper.  One of the pillars in the room has a 

carving of a mother pelican piercing her breast to provide 
blood for the nourishment and sustenance of her young.  

This ancient symbol of the Eucharist exemplifies the life-
giving sacrifice of Jesus as he gave his body for crucifixion 

in order that we might have spiritual nourishment and 
sustenance.  Rather than allowing us to undergo spiritual 

starvation and death, Jesus shed his blood that we might 

live.  There can be no greater love than what we celebrate 
in the self-sacrificing love of Jesus.  This very love of Jesus 

beckons us to be people of that same love and service 
toward others.  As Jesus did, so we are to do.

BULLETIN CONNECTION 
The Eucharist we share this day (and every Sunday) is the 

sacrament of Christ’s body and blood broken and poured 
out for us. As Paul reminds the Corinthians in the second 

reading, this tradition comes from the Lord who commands 

that we do this in remembrance of him. The Mass is more 
than just a memorial service to the life and death of Jesus. 

What we celebrate each week is the real presence of Christ 
among us. He promised to be with us always. And through 

the Eucharist, he is. Our communion with him nourishes us 
until the day we join him at the heavenly banquet. 
 
 

Corpus Christi 
 

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the 

Most Precious Body and Blood of Christ. 
We believe with great strength, that Jesus 

is truly present under the forms of bread 
and wine. 

But there's another reality about the Blessed Sacrament 
that we perhaps have not given as much emphasis to as 

we should, because if we listen carefully to the scriptures, 

we discover that not only are those elements of bread and 
wine transformed into the body and blood of Christ, but 

also the community of disciples -- we, who are theChurch -

- are transformed into the body and blood of Christ. We 

become the living Jesus, present in our world. 
An extraordinary truth, isn't it, to think that all of us, the 

community of disciples of Jesus, are the living presence of 
Jesus, the son of God, in the world in which we live.

3. Make Sacred Space in your Home: Signs of your 

faith throughout the house remind you, your 

children and your guests of what you believe and 

why.  A crucifix, icon or statue of a favorite saint 

in each of the children’s bedrooms, for example, 

can help teach the faith and create a feeling of 

safety and security.   

4. Practice Acts of Charity: Visit elderly people in a 

long-term care facility, volunteer at a food pantry, 

or cook a meal for a family in your community who 

is struggling with a job loss. 

5. Celebrate the Family Meal: At the center of our 

Catholic faith is a family meal (the Eucharist).  Try 

to sit down to dinner together as often as possible, 

and especially on Sundays.  Talk, tell stories and 

pray together while you eat.  This is what Jesus 

did, and what we do every time we celebrate Mass.
