DAILY MASS

The daily Mass schedule has changed considerably since
the departure of the parochial vicar.

BULLETIN CONNECTION

The story of the good Samaritan has become one of the
favorites for Christians over the years. You only have to
look at classical paintings, stained glass windows, or prints
in family Bibles to see how often the parable is illustrated.
Our familiarity with the story has drained off some of the
impact that would have instantly hit the first readers of
Luke’s Gospel. Let me put it this way: if you were in
trouble, how would you react if the person who came to
help you was an Iranian or North Korean official, an illegal
immigrant, or the member of an ethnic group that you
may have recently disparaged? So who is your neighbor?

A TRADITION OF RESPECT

A long-standing liturgical practice in the
Church and in our parish has been the
respect and courtesy shown to the altar
party as they enter and leave our
worship spaces.

The priest-celebrant, along with deacon, lectors and
servers, enters during the gathering song after all in the
assembly have taken their places. Following the final
blessing, the priest and altar party leave the church as the
assembly sings the closing song.

The priest and altar party are the last to enter the church,
and when the liturgy has ended, they are the first to leave.
